REVIEW OF WORK PROGRAM CALENDAR

details/presentations would be given via Senior Planner, Rob Garwood.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT FROM CITY COUNCIL MEETING 01/18.

The following business item was discussed at the City Council meeting:



e Transfer Development Rights — 1% Reading of the Code including Interlocal TDR
agreement. The Public Hearing would be continued to 02/08 meeting.

Evan Maxim, Senior Planner updated the Planning Commission with details from the City
Council meeting with the outcome of the code information on the Transfer Development Rights.

A reminder was given with regard to the City Council Retreat which would take place February
3,4,and 5, 2011. All departmental work program calendars would be discussed and
prioritization of the most important subjects for the City of Sammamish would be discussed.

PRO PLAN STEERING COMMITTEE UPDATE

Vice Chair Richardson updated the Commission/Staff on the PRO Plan. Both Commissioner
Wasserman and Vice Chair Richardson attended the meeting and reviewed five chapters in draft
format of the PRO plan. A vast amount of content had been included within the document; the
chapters included the introduction, summary, graphics, community profile, comprehensive
chapters regarding parks, and recreation/volunteer opportunities.

During the next two meetings, the history, trends, demographic information, and the direction
forward for the next six years would be discussed/reviewed.

ELECTRIC VEHICLE CHARGING STATIONS
e Deliberations/Recommendations

Kamuron Gurol, Community Development Director, introduced Rob Garwood, Senior Planner.
A number of power point slides (as detailed below) were presented.

Presentation details as follows:-

Electric Vehicle Infrastructure Code Amendments (revised 01.20.2011)

Completed Decision Points

1. Remove requirement for EV stalls in new construction (see also memo on incentives).
2. Add language to allow owner to specify time limits.
3. Add language allowing owner to collect a fee for use of EV Charging station.

Remaining Decision Point

4. Decide whether to limit EV charging stalls to electric vehicles (while recharging) only.
o Consider allowing owner to set the time periods (eg EV charging during daytime,
general parking at night)



Rob Garwood, Senior Planner, addressed questions raised by the Commission and clarification
was obtained on points discussed.

The commission continued deliberating the remaining decision point (as referenced above), and

consensus was agreed on the decision point. However, the commission requested that they
address the code language and make the following amendments.

Suggested Language
“Electric vehicle charging stations may be reserved for parking and charging electric vehicles
only. The property owner may set hours and conditions of use on the spaces and charging

stations”.

“The owner of the property may charge a fee for charging any electric vehicle” will be a separate
paragraph and now become item 7 within the code.

Staff would prepare a transmittal memorandum for review via the Chair/Vice Chair before
submittal to the City Council.
