Introduction –  “What are they?” 

 Practically speaking – businesses that are: 

o Operated in someone’s home 

o Limited in area and intensity 

o Have few employees (1 non-resident) 

o Non-retail 

o Generally not expected to affect surrounding neighborhoods 

 

Introduction 

 Occasionally the city staff are aware of situations where a home business does not meet 

the current regulations, but is also not apparently incompatible with adjacent homes / land 

uses. 

 

Opportunities 

 Proposed review of home business regulations: 

o Identify opportunities for additional flexibility in regulations 

o Ensure adequate protection of residential neighborhoods 

o Remove unnecessary impediments to economic development

o Chamber of Commerce 

o Research
