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As provided for under state law, the 
city is today publishing a “Fact Sheet” 
on two parks measures that will be on 
the ballot Nov. 4. Th e fact sheet can be 
found inside this newsletter.

Th e Sammamish City Council vot-
ed unanimously to place the two mea-
sures on the ballot during their meet-
ing on July 21.

Proposition 1 is a $19 million 
bond that would pay for new parks 
and recreational facilities inside the 
city. Proposition 2 is a property tax 
levy lift  that would pay for the pro-
gramming and operation of the new 
facilities. 

Th e two measures are linked; if the 
levy lift  for programming and operations 
does not pass, the city will not build the 
facilities described in the bond.

Sammamish families turned out in 
generous numbers Aug. 5 at the City 
Hall kickoff  event for National Night 
Out, an occasion when neighbors and 
public safety personnel across the coun-
try get together at barbecues, block 
parties and an array of other events to 
reinforce community connections and 
enhance safety.

“We had a nice turnout for the 

City Hall event,” Sammamish Police 
Sgt. Bob Baxter. “It’s getting better 
each year.”

In addition to vintage police cars, 
a King County Sheriff ’s Department 
armored personnel carrier, a fi retruck 
and a lot of public safety information, 
the crowd was also treated to the music 
of “Captain Bogg and Salty,” a “pirate 
rock band.”
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Over the many 
years that our City 
Council has discussed 
a parks bond, we have 
consistently received 
feedback from you, 
the residents of Sam-
mamish, that you 
would welcome the 

opportunity to approve or reject such 
a bond. Th is November, with two re-
lated measures on the ballot, you will 
have the chance to do just that.

On one measure, you will vote for 
or against a $19 million bond to build 
new parks and trails, to acquire more 
park land, and to convert and expand 
the current library into a recreation 
center for residents of all ages. 

On the other measure, you will 
vote for or against a levy lift  to pay for 
programming and operations at the 
new facilities. Th e city won’t proceed 
with the bond unless the levy lift  is also 

approved.
Since incorporation in 1999, the 

city has invested heavily in parks and 
recreation. Th e new artifi cial turf fi elds 
at Eastlake High School and Skyline 
High School are just two examples. 
We’ve also opened Ebright Creek Park, 
a brand new facility on the west side of 
town, and refurbished the existing fa-
cilities at Pine Lake Park. 

As we made these and other im-
provements to the city’s recreation in-
ventory, some voices in the community 
have asked for more. Other voices have 
said enough is enough. Given that we 
live in a democracy, and the choice in 
question involves additional taxation, 
it seems only right to place the decision 
where it belongs – in your hands.

Th e bond package we’ve put on the 
ballot distributes the facilities and ben-
efi ts throughout the city in a geograph-
ically balanced way. I invite you to look 
at the remainder of this city newsletter 

to see for yourself what the additional 
revenue will be used for. 

As a city, we are charged with pro-
viding you with accurate information. 
I trust we are succeeding in that eff ort. 
As a city, however, we are not allowed 
to advocate for or against the ballot 
measures. Th at’s why the material in 
this message and throughout all city-
funded communications will be fac-
tual – and neutral. 

I do hope, however, that you will 
take some time, examine the infor-
mation on the parks ballot measures, 
and be prepared to make an informed 
choice on Nov. 4. Whatever decision 
the community makes, we’ll be a better 
place if the choice is made on the basis 
of solid information.

City staff -
ers have also prepared a short presentation on 
roundabout safety attributes.
