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Are you ready for it?
With winter weather approaching, make sure your home and vehicles are stocked with supplies you might need. 
Make sure you are prepared for your animals needs as well.

Use these checklists to create emergency kits, go bags

Home Checklist
The primary concerns for the home are loss of heat, 
power, telephone or internet service, and a shortage 
or supplies if a storm continues for more than a day. 
To prepare, you should have and review:

Flashlight and extra batteries              

Battery-powered NOAA Weather Radio or 
portable radio

Extra food (that does not require cooking or 
refrigeration), water

First-aid supplies, re�lls complete on any 
prescription medication

Fire extinguisher, smoke alarm with working 
batteries

Extra pet food and warm shelter for pets

Extra diapers, formula, and baby food

A working carbon monoxide detector 

Review safety information when using a heat 
source such as a �replace, space heater, or 
wood stove to prevent a �re. 

Vehicle Checklist
If you need to drive in snow or cold conditions, 
take it slow. Black ice can be di�cult to see. If the 
temperature is near freezing, drive like you are on 
ice. Before leaving the house, make sure all �uid 
levels are full and ensure that all lights, heater, and 
windshield wipers are in proper condition. Keep 
your gas tank near full to avoid ice in the tank and 
fuel lines. For electric vehicles, park indoors or in 
a covered space and cover at home chargers with 
a magnetic EV charging inlet connector cover or a 
bag. 

To fully winterize your vehicle, carry a Winter Storm 
Survival Kit that includes the following:

Cell phone charger  

Blankets/sleeping bags

Flashlight with extra batteries

First-aid kit  

High-calorie, non-perishable food

Extra clothing

Sack of sand or cat litter for traction  

Shovel

Windshield scraper and brush

Tow rope

Battery booster cables  

Water

Reducing single occupancy vehicle trips not only bene�ts the planet, it 
also reduces tra�c congestion. Although Sammamish has bus service, 
there are other ways to reduce your emissions and improve mobility 
e�ciency in the City: 

Simple and E�ective: 
• Carpool. Consider sharing your ride with a neighbor. Connect 

with friends and family who may be going the same direction or 
destination for a one-time event or make it a routine with trips to 
school, work, or extracurriculars. 

•  Walk. If weather and time allows, try walking as a replacement 
for short trips in the car. Trails provide critical links in Sammamish’s 
transportation network. They can connect you to parks, schools, and 
other key destinations while creating opportunities for an active 
lifestyle. 

• Bike. For local trips, you can also consider making your journey via 
bicycle. The City has intermittent bicycle and pedestrian infrastructure. 
Mapping tools like Google Maps can provide routes that optimize the 
usage of bike lanes.

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Maintain your drain

Rake it or 
leave it 
Fall is here and most of us have begun 
the task of leaf removal from our lawns. 
Here are some quick solutions for how to 
dispose of your yard full of leaves:

• Rake it! Follow the guidelines of 
your community for composting and 
curb-side pick-up with your compost 
provider.  Never rake them into or 
near storm drains, ditches, creeks 
or the river. Decaying leaves use up 
the water’s oxygen, harming stream 
inhabitants. 

• Leave it! Mulch leaves by running 
over them with your lawn mower at 
the next cutting. Leaves and grass 
clippings are the best fertilizer for 
your lawn. 

• Or rake it and leave it! Spread 
leaves over empty garden beds as a 
natural cover for winter and rake the 
rest into a compost pile for a nutrient-
rich fertilizer to use on your garden 
next spring.

Is there a storm drain near your property? Help maintain it! City crews 
work to keep storm drains clear, but with over 12,000 drains in the City 
of Sammamish, we could use your help! With your assistance, we can 
keep streets safe and clear and can reduce property damage caused by 
seasonal �ooding.  

The City’s Adopt a Drain program has over 140 volunteers that clean 
over 245 drains. The adopters have removed over 240 pounds of debris 
in 2024! If you are interested in adopting a drain you can check out the

What can you do to help?

• Check storm drain grates frequently to make sure they are free of 
leaves and debris. 

• Adopt-a-Drain in your neighborhood and keep it clear of leaves, 
trash, and other debris to reduce water pollution and help prevent 
localized �ooding. 

• Rake leaves away from storm drains near your house or business. 
(Do not rake or blow leaves from your property into the street. 
Our street sweeper cannot pick up large piles of leaves. It is also a 
violation of Sammamish Municipal Code and could result in warnings 
or even a �ne.) 

• Dispose of leaves in your yard waste container or compost bin. 

With the rainy season right around the corner it is especially important to 
maintain your drain before it arrives.



Louis Thompson Tightline Project
The City hosted a virtual open house to provide information to the public about this project Aug. 7. A groundbreaking 
ceremony marking the start of construction was held at Ebright Park Aug. 29. 

The project will replace the existing ditch system with a new stormwater system that includes treatment and 
detention structures. These new systems will protect against erosion and pollutants while supporting the habitat of 
Zackuse Creek and nearby critical areas. 

The project will also add sidewalks and a bike lane along with a widened shoulder between the project limits of 210th 
Place Southeast and the intersection at East Lake Sammamish Parkway Northeast, which will receive signal upgrades.

Summer 2024 Public Works update
The Public Works Department was busy this summer working on multiple projects to improve mobility and roads. 

Roadwork included patching, cracksealing, and resurfacing numerous streets throughout Sammamish. The City 
also re-striped pavement markers, symbols and other markings on the roadway to make sure these are easily visible 
to drivers. The City also replaced damaged guardrails throughout Sammamish, many of which were on East Lake 
Sammamish Parkway. 

In addition to roadwork, Public Works repaired stormwater systems, sidewalk panels, and replaced signs. Non-
compliant curb ramps and damaged sidewalk panels were replaced along 228th Avenue Southeast between 
Southeast 32nd Street and Southeast 8th Street this summer. As part of our Sidewalk Program, a new sidewalk was 
built a sidewalk along Southeast 24th Street and the Lodge at Beaver Lake.

Finally, tra�c signals and lights were repainted on Southeast 30th Street along the South Sammamish Park & Ride and 
the intersection with 228th Avenue Southeast.

Public Works Project Updates 
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The City Council is embarking on its review of 
the 2025-2026 Biennial Budget this fall, which 
will establish the City’s projected revenues and 
expenditures for the next two years for both city 
operations and capital projects. 

The City is revamping the way it budgets in 2025-
2026 to enhance transparency and accountability, 
with a particular focus on the capital budget. To 
inform this new approach to capital planning, 
the City concentrated its public outreach on 
understanding the community’s priorities for 
infrastructure investments.

Community members were invited to participate 
in an activity where they prioritized how to invest 
tax dollars in infrastructure. Using �ctional “Sammy 
Bucks,” participants allocated funds to key areas 
such as transportation, parks, government facilities, 
environmental sustainability, and technology.

Nearly 400 community members participated in 
the activity, which was o�ered both online and in 
person at Farmers Market events during the summer. 
The results highlighted the top three investment 
priorities: parks and recreation, transportation, 
and environmental sustainability. In addition, 
the City received written feedback through the 
online survey and social media, all of which will be 
considered as the budget moves toward adoption.

Council is currently reviewing the proposed budget 
and is expected to adopt a �nal budget by the end of 
November. The community is encouraged to attend 
Council meetings and share feedback on the budget 
throughout this process. Please visit Sammamish.us/
news/events for a list of upcoming Council meetings.
